2 cops among 
6 killed in  
PoK shootout 
A pre-dawn shootout in 
Pakistan-occupied Kashmir 
(PoK) on Thursday left two 
police officers and four 
Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan 
(TTP) militants dead. 
Acting on a tip, security 
forces raided a cave in the 
Hussain Kot forest area, 
Rawalakot district, where 
the militants were holed up. 
When police attempted to 
apprehend them, a militant 
threw a grenade, leading to 
an exchange of fire. All four 
militants, identified as 
Zarnosh Naseem, Gibran 
Naseem, Ulfat, and one 
unknown, were killed. 
Police officers Gulzar and 
Tariq Bashir also died in the 
clash. Authorities 
recovered weapons, 
grenades, and suicide 
vests, thwarting the TTP's 
attempt to establish a base 
in the region.

Four dead as 
Navy patrol 
plane crashes  
A South Korean navy P-3 
patrol plane crashed during 
a training flight on 
Thursday, killing all four 
crew members. The aircraft 
took off from Pohang and 
went down for unknown 
reasons. Residents reported 
the crash on a hill near an 
apartment complex, 
prompting an immediate 
emergency response. The 
navy has grounded its P-3 
fleet and launched an 
investigation. In December, 
a Jeju Air passenger plane 
crashed at Muan 
International Airport in 
southern South Korea, 
killing all but two of the 181 
people on board. It was one 
of deadliest disasters in  
Korea's aviation history.

2 ex-Lankan 
mins jailed in 
poll graft case  
A Sri Lankan court has 
sentenced two former 
ministers to rigorous 
imprisonment in a 
corruption case tied to the 
2015 presidential election. 
Mahindananda 
Aluthgamage received 20 
years, while Nalin Fernando 
was handed a 25-year 
sentence. They were 
convicted of causing a LKR 
53 million loss to the state 
by purchasing sports 
equipment for distribution 
as election inducements.

United States President Don-
ald Trump has said that he 
told Israeli Prime Minister 
Benjamin Netanyahu to hold 
off on any strike against Iran 
to give his administration 
more time to push for a new 
nuclear deal with Tehran, as 
several rounds of talks have 
been held in Oman and Italy. 

Trump told reporters on 
Wednesday at the White 
House that he relayed to Net-
anyahu a strike “would be in-
appropriate to do right now 
because we’re very close to a 
solution”. 

The Israeli leader has been 
threatening a bombardment 
of Iranian nuclear facilities. 
Iran has said it would re-
spond with severity if any 
such attack were launched. 

In the meantime, Iran may 
pause uranium enrichment if 
the US releases frozen Iranian 
funds and recognises its right 
to refine uranium for civilian 
use under a “political deal” 

that could lead to a broader 
nuclear accord, two Iranian 
official sources told the 
Reuters news agency. 

The sources, close to the 
negotiating team, said on 
Wednesday that a “political 
understanding with the 
United States could be 
reached soon” if Washington 
accepted Tehran’s conditions. 
The sources told Reuters that 
under this arrangement, 
Tehran would halt uranium 
enrichment for a year. 

The latest developments 
came as the head of the UN’s 
atomic watchdog group said 
that “the jury is still out” on 
negotiations between Iran 
and the US over Tehran’s 
rapidly advancing nuclear 
programme.

NEW YORK 

Two men have been sen-
tenced to jail in the US for 
their roles in a human traf-
ficking racket that resulted in 
the death of an Indian couple 
and their two children in Ja-
nuary 2022. 

Harshkumar Ramanlal 
Patel, 29, and his co-con-
spirator Steve Anthony 
Shand, 50, were part of a 
large-scale human-smug-
gling operation that brought 
Indian nationals to Canada 
on fraudulent student visas 
and then smuggled them 
into the US across the north-
ern border. 

Ramanlal Patel, an Indian 
national from Florida, was 
sentenced to 10 years and 
one month in prison for his 
role in the conspiracy. He 
will be deported from the US 
following his sentence. 
Shand was sentenced to six 
years and six months in 
prison, followed by two years 
of supervised release, the US 
Department of Justice said in 
a statement on Wednesday. 

In January 2022, four 
family members -- Jagdish 
Patel, 39, Vaishaliben Patel, 37, 
Vihangi Patel, 11 and Dharmik 
Patel, 3, were found frozen to 
death near Emerson, Mani-
toba, approximately 12 
metres from the Canada-US 
border, while attempting to 
enter America illegally.Ra-
manlal Patel was arrested by 
authorities from Chicago's 
O'Hare International Airport 
in 2024 for his involvement in 
the human smuggling conspi-
racy.

Indian strikes spoiled our  
dawn attack plan: Pak PM

Pakistan Prime Minister 
Shehbaz Sharif has admitted 
Indian forces successfully pre-
empted a planned Pakistani 
military strike by launching 
BrahMos missile attacks on 
key military installations 
across Pakistan, including the 
Rawalpindi airport, during the 
night of May 9-10. 

Speaking at the Pakistan-
Turkey-Azerbaijan trilateral 
summit held in Azerbaijan’s 
Lachin, Sharif stated that Pak-
istan’s military, under the 
leadership of Field Marshal 
Asim Munir, had prepared to 
launch a retaliatory offensive 
against India in the early hours 
of May 10 at 4:30 AM, immedi-
ately after Fajr (morning) 
prayers. However, India’s swift 
missile assault struck before 
Pakistan could execute its 
plans. A video of Sharif admit-
ting to India's strikes foiling 
Pakistan's planned offensive is 
making rounds on social 
media. 

“On the night of May 9-10, 
we decided to respond in a 
measured fashion to Indian ag-
gression. Our armed forces 
were prepared to act at 4.30 in 
the morning after Fajr prayers 
to teach a lesson,” Sharif said. 
“But before that hour even ar-
rived, India once again 
launched a missile attack using 
BrahMos, targeting various 
provinces of Pakistan, includ-
ing the airport in Rawalpindi.” 

Sharif went on to confirm 

that two significant military 
bases — Noor Khan Airbase in 
Rawalpindi and Murid Airbase 
in Chakwal — were among the 
first targets destroyed by 
India’s missile barrage.  

Pahalgam ‘brain’ Kasuri 
spotted with Hafeez son

Lashkar-e-Taiba deputy 
chief Saifullah Kasuri, who 
planned the deadly Pahal-
gam attack that killed 26 in-
nocent civilians, was 
spotted recently at a public 
rally in Lahore. 

Organised by LeT's politi-
cal wing Pakistan Markazi 
Muslim League (PMML), 
the anti-India rally cel-
ebrated the anniversary of 
Pakistan's nuclear tests. In-
terestingly, the Lashkar ter-
rorist, listed 32nd in India's 
most wanted list, was shar-

ing stage with Punjab as-
sembly speaker Malik 
Ahmad Khan and Talha 
Saeed, the son of LeT chief 
Hafiz Saaed. 

Saifullah Kasuri, who also 
goes by the name Saifullah 
Khalid, allegedly coor-
dinated with Lashkar proxy 
The Resistance Front (TRF) 
to carry out attack in Pahal-
gam. Months before the 
deadly terror attack, Kasuri 
visited the Kanganpur army 
base in Punjab where he 
motivated Pakistani soldiers 
with his rousing speech. 
TRF later claimed responsi-
bility for the attack.

The Trump administration on 
Thursday backed away from 
plans to immediately revoke 
Harvard University's ability to 
enroll international students 
and would instead give it 30 
days to contest those plans 
through a lengthier adminis-
trative process. 

The US Department of 
Homeland Security sent Har-
vard a notice of intent on 
Wednesday to withdraw the 
school's certification under a 
federal program to enroll 
non-US students. 

The Justice Department 
filed the notice in court ahead 
of a hearing before US District 

Judge Allison Burroughs in 
Boston over whether to ex-
tend a temporary order 
blocking President Donald 
Trump's administration from 
revoking the Ivy League 
school's right to host inter-
national students. 

Citing the potential for 
Harvard and its students to be 
harmed if the administration 
reverted to its earlier plans, 
Burroughs at that hearing 
said she planned to issue a 
broad preliminary injunction 
preserving the status quo 
while the newly announced 
administrative process plays 
out. 

The Homeland Security De-
partment said it sent Harvard 
a notice after school officials 

indicated an intent to comply 
with requirements of the fed-
eral Student and Exchange 
Visitor Program, which allows 
Harvard to enroll non-US stu-
dents. "We continue to reject 
Harvard’s repeated pattern of 

endangering its students and 
spreading American hate—it 
must change its ways to be eli-
gible to receive generous 
benefits from Americans," 
Homeland Security Secretary 
Kristi Noem said.

Ngũgĩ wa Thiong’o, 
legend of African 
literature, dies at 87

The Kenyan writer Ngũgĩ wa 
Thiong’o, who was censored, 
imprisoned and forced into 
exile, a perennial contender for 
the Nobel prize for literature 
and one of few writers working 
in an indigenous African lan-
guage, has died aged 87. 

“It is with a heavy heart that 
we announce the passing of our 
dad, Ngugi wa Thiong’o, this 
Wednesday morning,” wrote 
his daughter Wanjiku wa Ngũgĩ 
on Facebook. “He lived a full life, 
fought a good fight.” He died in 
Atlanta, and his daughter said 
more details would be an-
nounced soon. 

“I am me because of him in so 
many ways, as his child, scholar 
and writer,” his son Mukoma 
Wa Ngũgĩ wrote on X. “I love 
him - I am not sure what tomor-
row will bring without him 
here. I think that is all I have to 
say for now.” 

Ngũgĩ explored the troubled 
legacy of colonialism through 
essays, plays and novels includ-
ing Weep Not, Child (1964), 
Devil on the Cross (1980) and 
Wizard of the Crow (2006). 
Consider a giant of the modern 
African pantheon, he had been 
a favourite for the Nobel prize in 
literature for years. After miss-

ing out on the prize in 2010 to 
Peruvian author Mario Vargas 
Llosa, Ngũgĩ said he was less 
disappointed than the photog-
raphers who had gathered out-
side his home: “I was the one 
who was consoling them!” 

Born in 1938, while Kenya 
was under British rule, Ngũgĩ 
was one of 28 children, born to 
a father with four wives. He 
lived through Mau Mau upris-
ing as a teenager, during which 
authorities  abused and tor-
tured tens or even hundreds of 
thousands of people. During the 
conflict, Ngũgĩ’s father was 
forced off his land, and two of 
his brothers were killed.
