Above-normal heatwave 
days are likely in some parts 
of the foothills of the Hima-
layas, east coast states, Guja-
rat and Maharashtra in May, 
the India Meteorological De-
partment (IMD) said in its 
monthly forecast on Friday. 

The department also high-
lighted that the rainfall aver-
aged over the country as a 
whole during May is most 
likely to be above normal, 
with the onset of the south-
west monsoon over the An-
daman and Nicobar Islands 
expected around May 14-16. 

Director General of Me-
teorology, IMD, Mrutyunjay 
Mohapatra, said, "During 
May 2026, minimum tem-
peratures are expected to be 
above normal across many 
parts of the country." "How-
ever, many areas of north-
west India, along with some 
parts of central India and ad-
joining areas of peninsular 

India and southern parts of 
northeast India, are likely to 
experience normal to below-
normal minimum tempera-
tures," he said in a statement. 

Rainfall in May is most 
likely to be above normal 
over India, barring some 
parts of east, northeast and 
east central India, where 
below-normal rainfall is ex-

pected. 
On the onset of the south-

west monsoon, Mohapatra 
said, "The monsoon may ar-
rive over the Andaman and 
Nicobar Islands around May 
14-16." Currently, El Niño 
Southern Oscillation (ENSO)-
neutral conditions over the 
equatorial Pacific are evol-
ving towards El Niño -- the 

periodic warming of waters 
in the central Pacific Ocean -
- conditions. 

The latest Monsoon 
Mission Coupled Forecasting 
System forecast indicates the 
development of El Niño con-
ditions during the southwest 
monsoon season, according 
to the IMD.

Six members of a family were killed 
when a car in which they were travel-
ling rammed into a parked truck on 
Outer Ring Road (ORR) on the out-
skirts of Hyderabad on Friday. 

The accident occurred near ORR 
Exit 16 at Shamshabad. 

According to police, the speeding 
car hit the truck from behind. Such 
was the impact of the collision that the 
Wagon R car got stuck under the 
truck. 

Six people travelling in the car were 
killed on the spot, while a woman was 
critically injured. The deceased in-
cludes two children and a woman. 

Alerted by the passerby, police 
rushed to the spot and launched a res-
cue and relief operation. The rescue 
workers had a tough time extricating 
the bodies from the mangled remains 
of the vehicle. 

The injured was admitted to a 
nearby hospital, where her condition 
is stated to be critical. 

The police shifted bodies to the gov-
ernment-run Osmania General Hospi-
tal for postmortem examination. 

Hailing from the Rajanna Sircilla 
district of Telangana, the victims were 
all residing at Sanathnagar in Hydera-
bad. They were returning to Hydera-
bad after darshan at Yadagirigutta 
temple. 

One of the witnesses told the media 
persons on the spot that they pulled 
out a woman who was crying for help. 
She was shifted to the hospital in an 
ambulance. 

A crane was pressed into service to 
pull out the mangled car from under 
the truck. 

Chevella Deputy Commissioner of 
Police Yogesh Goutam and other sen-
ior officials visited the spot. An officer 
said they have registered a case and 
are taking up the investigation. 

Police suspected that the person 
driving the car might have dozed off, 
resulting in the crash. 

The 158-km-long ORR has been wit-
nessing a series of fatal accidents, 
raising concern among road users.

Sikkim on Friday was officially 
declared the country’s first pa-
perless judiciary, marking a 
major milestone in India’s 
judicial digitalisation drive. 
The formal declaration was 
made by Chief Justice of India 
(CJI) Surya Kant during a con-
clave in Gangtok, attended by 
judges, legal experts, advo-
cates, and policymakers from 
across the country. 

Addressing the gathering, 
the Chief Justice of India said 
access to justice in remote and 
difficult terrains was under-
going a fundamental trans-
formation through 
technology. He noted that for 
litigants in the past, distance 
was measured not in kilo-
metres but in days of travel, 
uncertainty, and hardship. 

With the rise of digital sys-
tems, citizens are now di-
rectly connected to judicial 
forums, reducing procedural 
delays and reliance on physi-
cal paperwork. 

The two-day conclave, or-
ganised by the High Court of 
Sikkim and the Sikkim Judi-
cial Academy, is centred on 
the theme “Technology and 
Judicial Education”. Dis-
cussions are focusing on the 
future of digital courts, ca-
pacity building, and modern-
isation of judicial institutions. 

Speaking at the event, Su-
preme Court Judge J.K. Ma-
heshwari described the 
declaration as a remarkable 
achievement. He said a pa-
perless judiciary does not re-
place human judgment but 
removes barriers such as mis-
placed files, physical distance, 

and procedural inconven-
ience. 

According to him, the true 
purpose of technology in jus-
tice delivery is to eliminate ob-
stacles between citizens and 
the courts. 

President of the Bar Associ-
ation of Sikkim, Tashi Rapden 
Barphungpa, termed the de-
velopment a landmark mo-
ment for the Himalayan state. 
He said it was historic that a 
small state like Sikkim had set 
an example for the rest of the 
country by becoming the first 
to adopt a paperless judiciary. 

 

Nursing college 
student from 
Kerala dies by 
suicide at  
hostel, parents 
allege foul play

A 19-year-old student from 
Kerala, who was studying at a 
private nursing college in 
Bengaluru, allegedly died by 
suicide in his hostel room, po-
lice said on Friday. 

The deceased was ident-
ified as Adhityan P A, a sec-
ond-year student at a nursing 
college in Bommasandra, 
they said. 

On April 29, he was found 
hanging from a ceiling fan in 
his hostel room, police said, ad-
ding that he left behind a sui-
cide note stating that no one 
was responsible for his death. 
Preliminary investigation sug-
gested that he may have been 
suffering from depression, and 
there may have been other is-
sues which are being probed, a 
senior police officer said. Ac-
cording to police, in his com-
plaint, the deceased's father, S 
Pradeep Kumar, claimed that a 
college representative in-
formed him upon his arrival in 
Bengaluru that his son had 
died under suspicious circum-
stances and that it was a case of 
suicide in the college hostel.

Union Home Minister Amit 
Shah on Friday lauded the Nar-
cotics Control Bureau for carry-
ing out Operation White Strike 
which resulted in the seizure of 
349 kg of high purity cocaine 
worth Rs 1,745 crore from the 
Mumbai region. 

Terming the operation a 
“trailblazing example of bottom 
to top approach where the 
agency traced back a smaller 
consignment to net a massive 
network”, Shah wrote in a post 
on “X”: “We are resolved to ruth-
lessly crush the narcotics cartel.” 

In a statement the Ministry of 
Home Affairs said “this high-im-
pact operation was the culmina-
tion of more than six months of 
sustained intelligence devel-
opment and surveillance by 
NCB.” It added that seizure of 
349 kg of cocaine was significant 
because on average only 200-
300 kg was seized each year. 

The NCB acted on inputs and 
through multiple teams 
launched coordinated strikes in 
the Kalamboli - Bhiwandi cor-
ridor (Navi Mumbai–Thane re-
gion) to expose the transnational 
drug supply network which was 
using warehouse infrastructure 
and concealed transport mech-

anisms. The seizures were made 
in two separate “strikes”. 

“During the first strike, NCB 
officers intercepted a Maruti 
Suzuki Super Carry (CNG) ve-
hicle bearing registration 
number MH-03-DV-3803 near 
the KWC Warehousing Com-
plex, Sector KWC, Kalamboli, 
Navi Mumbai. Search of the ve-
hicle led to the recovery of 136 
packets of cocaine, each weigh-
ing approximately 1 kilogram. 
The packets were found in car-
tons wherein cocaine was con-
cealed using cricket pads and 
gloves. One accused was appre-
hended on the spot,” the minis-
try said.
